"Both heritage facades on the Elizabeth Street frontage are proposed to be retained, restored and
adapted with minimal intervention, to provide the street-level face of the "new' hotel." the
development proposal says.

AGA purchased the vacant block in 2008 with plans to complete the new hotel early this year, but
approval delays have meant the development will not finish until early 2012.

The building will comprise of three distinct parts, including a podium, tower and crown.

The tower will rise 24 levels above the podium.
